As Congress works on the next economic stimulus bill,  I urge you to include a fully funded highway reauthorization bill, which will put people back to work immediately while also preserving and improving the quality of our surface infrastructure to support the economic growth of our country for years to come. The current highway reauthorization bill, the FAST Act, expires on September 31, 2020. With revenue from the highway trust fund down and uncertainty about the future, state and local governments need to be assured of a steady stream of funding to continue projects.
